To install the THOR system correctly, 
please follow our recommendations:

• For the first installation on your vehicle, please contact THOR technical support for 
installation instructions.

In any case, please follow the installation sequence below:

• Determine the CAN bus and power connection points.

• Test the connection of THOR electronic unit before installation the system                    
components and wiring. Temporarily connect at least one THOR speaker to test the 
functioning.

• Program the THOR control unit using your smartphone by selecting the required             
vehicle in the mobile application menu.

• Start the car. If the system works correctly, proceed the final installation of the              
system components. Please see the corresponding information in this manual.

• If no sound appears, please contact THOR technical support.

• If you have no experience in installing electronic devices on a car, please contact 
professionals in a certified center. Incorrect installation can cause damage the vehicle 
or THOR system. The THOR manufacturer is not liable for damages caused by incorrect 
installation.

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SPEAKER ACOUSTIC SYSTEM LOCATION

Do not install the speaker 
acoustic system in the direction 
of vehicle motion.

MOUNTING THE SPEAKER ACOUSTIC SYSTEM USING THE BRACKET

The speaker acoustic system is supplied with a universal installation kit and 
detailed manual.

The speaker tube is attached to the bracket by clamps. It is necessary to use 
the supplied universal brackets or prepare a special bracket according to the 
conditions of the installation place. 

The bracket and connection should be strong enough to support the speaker 
acoustic system and carry high vibration loads.

The universal bracket and reinforcement plate can be modified and welded, clamped 
or screwed to the vehicle body or the exhaust system.
The speaker acoustic system should be attached by clamps ONLY!

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MOUNTING THE SPEAKER ACOUSTIC SYSTEM ONTO THE EXHAUST SYSTEM

1. The speaker acoustic system is attached to the exhaust pipe by welding using the 
universal bracket and reinforcement plate as a stiffener.

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MOUNTING THE SPEAKER ACOUSTIC SYSTEM BY WELDING

IT IS FORBIDDEN TO WELD THE SPEAKER 
ACOUSTIC SYSTEM HOUSING!

WARNING! 

When installing the speaker acoustic system in the exhaust system, it is required to make 
a thermal gaps (at least 3-5 cm) to protect the device against high temperatures and                    
overheating.

It is forbidden to mount the housing of speaker acoustic system close to the exhaust                 
system elements (mufflers, resonators and pipes) and exhaust manifold, otherwise the            
warranty will be cancelled.

Please install the speaker acoustic system in the way to avoid its contact with the elements 
of the vehicle body while the vehicle is moving in order to prevent vibration and bumping 
against the body.

Speaker system should be securely fastened.

Route the connecting cable of the speaker acoustic system through regular inlet sleeves 
ensuring sufficient level of their sealing.

Perform the system connection with the main harness in accordance with wiring diagram 
(see page 24).
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CAN-BUS CONNECTION

Please perform CAN-bus wiring only when the electronic control unit of THOR                
system is disconnected. It is recommended to use a short wires as possible.                        
It is not recommended to extend the CAN-bus wiring.

POWER CIRCUIT CONNECTION

Connect the positive power wire to the vehicle electrical circuit that should be                 
de-energized in the absence of the driver. The power circuit should have a current 
rating not lower than the rating of the fuse used in THOR electronic unit harness.
It is recommended to use a wiring circuit that does not lose voltage during starter 
operation. Don’t connect power to unknown circuits.

THOR electronic exhaust system should be installed by a qualified auto electrician 
only.
When choosing an installation place, please consider the need for cooling the de-
vice. Leave a free space around the THOR electronic unit.
THOR electronic control unit is intended for installation inside the vehicle interior.

ROUTING HARNESSES

If possible, route harnesses through a regular conduits. Use rubber or plastic                       
bushings, or use the standard wiring transition points under the vehicle bottom.
Please take into account the elongation of the exhaust pipes when heated and use 
wires of corresponding length.
